Be on time to all practices, games, meeting, bus trips, fund raisers, etc.

Players must contact coach prior to missing practice. If absent from school or you
check our early call and leave a message or see coach prior to leaving campus.
Remember that grades must come first!!! Decline in grades may result in loss of
playing time or dismissal from the program.

Discipline problems in the classroom, practice, games, bus trips, etc. will not be
tolerated at anytime. (Subject to punishment by coaches or dismissal from the
program).

Truancy, suspension (in/out of school) or detention will result in disciplinary
action and or dismissal from program.

Show respect to your teachers, team, coaches, opponents, and umpires at all
times.

Fund-raising is an obligation — YOU WILL DO YOUR PART!

Keep dug-outs, locker room, and fields clean at all times

I will not tolerate lying, cheating, stealing, skipping practice, smoking, drinking,
drugs, or disrespect — in season or out of season

Players are expected to represent the program with class, and to conduct
themselves as young ladies on the field, at school and in our community in and
out of season.

Players may not wear tongue rings or other facial rings as well as have visual
tattoos in season.

All players are expected to participate in all summer activities (any individual that
has conflict with school softball activities, the player must address these with
Coach Keefer to be excused from participation).

DACULA FALCON softball must come as a priority to all other softball or extra
curricular activities during the season. Players may not practice or try-out with
any other team until the High School season is over.

All players must attend Try-outs for the season. Only those girls whose original
(at start of season) travel ball team, qualifies fro an ASA- A or Gold level
Nationals may be allowed to miss any of the High School tryouts and/or practices.
Coach Keefer must be notified in advance of try-out that the player will be
attending one of the 2 mentioned National Tournaments. Players returning after
Nationals will face a suspension of play designated by Coach Keefer, from High
School games.
